LITERARY AWARD TERMS & CONDITIONS (rebruary 2026)

The New Zealand Founders Society Literary Awards are made for
research and publication of a book on New Zealand history. This may
include:

Settlement stories of any group, or
History of an area or place or of the people who settled there, or
Stories of kaumatua and older New Zealanders way of life, or

Biography of one or more New Zealanders, who may be a family or family
member, whose life and work in New Zealand is of general interest.

An application for an award can be made any time during the year and
will be subjected to meeting the award criteria and available funding.

The Award criteria include:

a. The importance of the work to NZ history or local history (particularly prior to 1
January 1866).

b. Whether it relates to a significant or well -known place or personality
c. Its originality and uniqueness.
d. Its importance to social history: and

e. The qualifications and experience of the author

The awards are not available for research into personal family
background, family tree or genealogical research.

Payment of each successful award will be made in three instalments:

One Third On confirmation of the successful application by the Society Committee

One Third After the Society Committee has received confirmation that the book has

been sent to the publisher for final production, including the written
acknowledgement of the New Zealand Founders Society.

Final Balance of the award after receipt of a copy of the published work.

Ideally, the research and publication must be completed within one
year following the notification of the grant of an award.

The research and publication can be a finite part of a larger piece
of research but must be able to be published alone.

Following completion and the work being made public, the Society
reserves the right to use or to publish in part or in any way it thinks
appropriate, with the written prior agreement of the author.

Failure to meet the conditions of this agreement will require the
funds to be returned to the Society.

The Society is to be provided with at least one published
complimentary copy of:
